Application of Missouri for statehood

Missouri had gained sufficient population


10,000 slaves

Applied in 1818

Statehood bill brought before the House of Representatives

James Tallmadge proposed an amendment to the bill that forbid the importation of slaves and would ultimately bring emancipation to all slaves in MO by allowing for those born to be freed

The admittance of Missouri to the union as a slave state threatened to destroy the balance between free and slave states in the country

Tallmadge Amendment passed House but failed Senate

During next session of congress Maine applied for statehood

Senator Jesse B. Thomas of Illinois proposed a compromise to bring MO in as a slave state and ME as a free state preserving the balance

Also Thomas proposed that no other states would be slave states north of the southern boundary of MO 36˚ 30”

When Missouri submitted it constitution for approval by the government it was rejected because it didn’t allow the entrance of free blacks into the state

Another compromise was arranged by Henry Clay of Kentucky
Missouri was finally received into the union on the condition that its legislature pledge never to ignore the rights of a citizen of another state coming to Missouri

Missouri became a state on August 10, 1824

The emergence of sectionalism

Sectionalism emerged at this time because of the collapse of the national political party system

The Era of Good Feelings

The American System


A wave of nationalism swept the nation after the War of 1812

Many Republicans believed that the war had demonstrated the weaknesses of the United States


Too spread out


Weak economy


Weak military

Commerce and industry and internal improvements was seen as the key to strengthening the nation

Roads and canals were built to integrate the north and south and the east and west


Eirie Canal 1825

The American system stands for state intervention to hasten industrialization, speed westward expansion, and to integrate the Union

Boom and Bust


There was great economic expansion after the War of 1812

The population and the economy was growing at a fast rate due to immigration, and western expansion

More and more banks were making loans to people on faith in future growth

Many state banks had been chartered since the end of the Bank of the U.S.
These banks made loans and printed their bank notes

Much of the economic boom was based on land and cotton

Western land was cheap

Cotton production was expanding west and maintained high prices due to increased production of cotton textiles in Britain and America

1819

The cotton market burst when British factories started buying cheaper Indian cotton

The land market came to a halt as land speculators became more predatory and Congress cracked down on their practices by making it more difficult to buy land in general

Corruption


The financial crisis of 1819 led to charges of corruption in Washington

Americans felt that bribes, stealing from public funds, secret political deals, and the favoring of special interests dominated the government at the time

People felt that practices of businessmen seeking favors from the government giving loans to administration officials and congressmen was corrupt
Andrew Jackson


Jackson strongly felt that Washington was becoming corrupt


Politicians were serving their own interests rather than the nation as a whole

Jackson was a national hero


Commanded a great deal of respect and influence over common Americans

Jackson called for a general cleaning of the government and began to wage a campaign to “turn the rascals out”


Jackson believed strongly in the popular will


He felt that by obeying the popular will was the best way to avoid corruption



If more people had the vote then liberties and rights would be protected

Jackson was the first American politician to believe in universal democratic values


Democracy is government by the people

This was the basis of Jackson’s run for president in 1824

Jackson was popular but not uncontroversial

His high-handed action in Florida which forced Spain to cede the region to the U.S. was not without criticism

Jackson waged the first modern campaign in U.S. history

The election was an important one in U.S. history
Five-way race

This was the first election where popular voting was important


Jackson won more of the popular vote and the electoral vote

However the 12th Amendment said that if no presidential candidate won a statistical majority then the election went to the House of Representatives

Henry Clay was the Speaker of the House and he cut a deal with Adams

Adams won the presidency

Jackson claimed that this was a corrupt bargain and immediately began his campaign for 1828

John Quincy Adams


The son of John Adams


Lived much of his early life in Europe


Served in the U.S. government as a diplomat

As a result of Adams victory in 1824 the Era of Good Feelings began to come to an end

Jackson’s supporters never forgave Clay and Adams and the political divide between American began to widen

The Second American political party system was beginning to take shape
